The Harrisonburg Police Department is looking for two suspects, whom are 

responsible for a robbery that occurred early Saturday morning. 
 

Around 1 a.m. a male victim was approached in the 1300 block of Devon Lane by two 
males. After being assaulted by both males the victim realized the offenders also took 
his wallet and cell phone.  
 
One offender is described as a black male with a thin build and approximately 6 feet tall. 
He was last seen wearing a dark t-shirt, shorts, and a dark-colored hat. 
 
A second suspect is described as a white male with a thin build and approximately 5 
feet 5 inches tall. He was also last seen wearing a dark t-shirt and dark-colored hat. 
 
Both offenders were last seen running eastbound down Hunters Ridge Road.  
 
The victim's injuries were minor and he was not transported to the hospital.

Be particularly cautious about leaving ground level 
doors and windows unsecured and even individual room and office doors in complexes 
where multiple occupants have access to common areas inside the perimeter of the 
residential, administrative and academic facilities. This warning also extends to 
vehicles. Car windows should be up, car doors should be locked and valuable contents 
should be secured out of sight.
