Minutes of the Meeting of June 3, 2011

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Mr. Hartman introduced and welcomed Mr. Christopher Brown, student representative to the board and Mr. Patrick Watral, Student Government Association president.

On motion of Mr. Funkhouser, seconded by Mrs. Strickler, the minutes of the April 1, 2011 meeting were approved.

ELECTION OF OFFICERS
Mr. Wharton Rivers, Chair of the Nominating Committee, presented the slate of officers for the 2011-12 year:

On motion of Mr. Rivers, seconded by Mr. Devine, approved the slate of officers.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Dr. Rose presented information on the following: (Attachment A)

1) JMU met all the performance standards for the SCHEV Certification;

2) May Commencement saw 3,400 undergraduates, 482 graduates celebrate their degrees with 64 nurses being pinned and 22 second lieutenants commissioned;

3) Rosetta Stone partnership will award three credits from JMU for the 16 week Spanish program;

4) JMU Madison Investment Fund was recognized as the 2nd best student-managed investment fund in the equity value investment category;

5) JMU was recognized on the 2010 President’s Higher Education Community Service Honor Roll;

6) Lacrosse and Baseball were CAA Champions;

7) Mr. Charles Haley (1982-85) was inducted into the College Football Hall of Fame; and

8) Dr. Rose will Chair the Council of Presidents and serve as a member of the Higher Education Advisory Committee for the coming year.

COMMITTEE REPORTS

Athletic Committee
Mr. Ron Devine, Chair, presented the report of the Athletic Committee.  The minutes of the April 1, 2011 meeting were approved.  (Attachment B)

Mr. Devine reported on the following topics from the committee meeting:

1) Mr. Jeff Bourne, Athletic Director, recognized the five CAA Championship titles for 2010-11 won by cross country, women’s soccer, women’s basketball, lacrosse and baseball; three coaches received the CAA Coach of the Year honors-cross country, diving, and volleyball;

2) Ms. Casey Carter, Associate Athletic Director for Athlete Services, summarized the spring 2011 academic performance of student-athletes;

3) The Duke Club anticipates surpassing the $1.5 million goal and has surpassed $6 million for the Bridgeforth Stadium campaign.  A record number of season football tickets have been sold and stadium suites sales are nearly complete; and

4) Mr. Bourne reported the construction of University Park that will be used by both varsity sports and UREC should be completed by the fall, 2012.

On motion of Mr. Devine, seconded by Mrs. Forbes, the Athletic report was accepted.

Audit Committee

Mr. Fred Thompson, Chair, presented the report of the Audit Committee.  The minutes from the April 1, 2011 meeting were approved.  (Attachment C)

Mr. Thompson reported on the following topics from the committee meeting:

1) Mr. Joe Stepp and Mr. Steve Walker of the Auditor of Public Accounts presented the results of the JMU audit indicating an unqualified opinion was issued on the financial statements for the year ended June 30, 2010 and there were no management comments; and

2) Ms. Rebecca Holmes, Audit Director, presented the preliminary operating budget for Audit and Management Services.

 Dr. Rose recognized the staff involved with the financial accounting for the university for another outstanding audit.

On motion of Mr. Thompson, seconded by Mrs. Forbes, the Audit report was accepted.

Development Committee

Mrs. Judy Strickler, Chair, presented the report of the Development Committee.  The minutes from the January 7, 2011 meeting were approved. (Attachment D) 

Mrs. Strickler reported on the following topics from the committee meeting:

1) Mr. Weston Hatfield, Associate Vice President for Development, reported private giving totals are 13% ahead of last year;

2) Mr. David Biancamano, Director of the Duke Club, reported the $6 million goal for the Campaign for Bridgeforth Stadium will be surpassed and the Duke Club raised $1.4 million, topping the record set last year;

3) Mr. A.J. Fischer, president of the Alumni Association, reported this will be the 100th anniversary of the association and the celebration will take place during Homecoming weekend;

4) Mr. Chris Pipkins, Associate Vice President of Advancement Information Services, shared an analytics project to better qualify potential donors; and

5) Mr. Pipkins demonstrated the new Advancement information system, SunGard’s Advance Web.

On motion of Mrs. Strickler, seconded by Mrs. Lodal, the Development report was accepted.

Education and Student Life

Mr. Zie Rivers, Chair, presented the report of the Education and Student Life Committee.  The minutes from the April 1, 2011 meeting were approved.  (Attachment E)

Mr. Rivers reported on the following topics from the committee meeting:

1) The first reading of the Jazz Major proposal was presented;

2) The first reading of the reorganization of the College of Integrated Science and Technology was presented;

3) Dr. Jim McConnel, Associate Vice President for Student Life presented the Changing the Alcohol Culture:  An Update;  and

4) Dr. Robert Jerome, Speaker of the Faculty Senate; Mr. Christopher Brown, Student Representative to the Board; and Mr. Patrick Watral, Student Government Association President shared their respective reports.

On motion of Mr. Rivers, seconded by Mrs. Forbes, the Education and Student Life report was accepted.

Finance and Physical Development Committee

Mr. Joseph Funkhouser, Chair, presented the report of the Finance and Physical Development Committee.  The minutes from the April 1, 2011 meeting were approved.  (Attachment F)

Mr. Funkhouser reported on the following from the committee meeting:

1) Mr. John Knight, Assistant Vice President for Finance, reviewed the quarterly financial report;

2) Mr. Knight reviewed the University debt portfolio for fiscal year 2011 and discussed future debt issues for the 2013-14 year;

3) Mr. Knight reported the 2010 audit has been completed and the University received an unqualified opinion;

4) Mr. Charles King, Senior Vice President for Administration & Finance, presented the proposed 2011-12 budget and discussed the factors impacting the budget; and

5) Ms. Stephanie Hoshower, Director of Dining Services, gave a presentation on the University’s Dining Services operation.

On motion of Mr. Funkhouser, seconded Mr. Devine, the Finance and Physical Development report was accepted.

CARS-25th Anniversary
Dr. Linda Halpern, Dr. Donna Sundre, Dr. Kent Fulcher, and Dr. Robin Anderson presented information on the Center for Assessment and Research Studies.  (Attachment G)

Alumni Association Centennial Celebration
Mr. A. J. Fischer, President of the Alumni Association, announced a gift of $100,000 to the university.  The gift will support improvement and dedication of the Alumni Centennial Park (between Leeolou Alumni Center and the East Campus Library); commission of the official portrait of Dr. Linwood Rose; and creation of the JMU Alumni Association Centennial Scholarship Endowment.

2011-12 Budget
Mr. Charles King, Senior Vice President for Administration and Finance, presented the proposed 2011-12 budget for the university.  (Attachment H)  On motion of Mr. Funkhouser, seconded by Mrs. Strickler, approved the budget.  Mr. King recognized Ms. Diane Stamp and Ms. Cynthia Page for their work in developing the budget and supporting information.

Rector Hartman then called for the board to move into Closed Session.  Mr. Rivers made the following motion:

“I move the Board go into closed session to discuss the following matters:  1) pursuant to Virginia Code Section 2.2-3711 A-1, to discuss personnel matters involving promotions, retirements, hiring, resignations, salary adjustments, and status changes of various faculty members, administrators and appointees, as well as the award of tenure to faculty members; 2) pursuant to Section 2.2-3711 A-7 of the Code of Virginia to consult with legal counsel and be briefed by staff members/consultants pertaining to litigation; and 3) pursuant to Section 2.2-3700-A-3 of the Code of Virginia to discuss the acquisition/disposal of real property.”

The motion was seconded by Mrs. Forbes and the Board moved into closed session.
